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No one chooses to play football without understanding that you are about to be challenged. That's what
makes it different than any other sport. It's the ultimate team sport. Some of your most effective players may
never touch the ball in any game. The OL faces away from the ball every play and are excited to do it knowing
their importance in the success in every offensive play. Regardless of skill level, every player can be a
‘difference maker’, largely due to their hard work, determination and attention to detail. It is an amazing thing
to witness when it all comes together and in this year of rebuilding, there were more than enough moments
and successes to impress and celebrate.

Look through our roster. What you may or may not know is that we had 7 veterans play for us this year. On
offense, we had a very talented veteran running back in Sam Roberts to build around and Demar Welsh was
a pivotal skill player until his unfortunate injury. Three veterans anchored our OL, two of whom played DL last
year (John Hanoski and Waylon Allan). That’s 5, which leaves us two for defense — Zachary Statham-Souliere
on DL and our 9-year Warrior vet Tyler Brohman who shuffled all over the field as required. Although we knew
we would have a great group of young graduates join us from Pee Wee, it took a spirited off-season of
recruiting to slowly but surely add eager players to our roster.

When | look at our eventual group of players, it would be more than fair to say that what they lacked in
experience and size, they more than made up for in eagerness and work ethic. Our players had to compete
for every hold they made on defense and every yard they made on offense. Over time our young offense
became more competent and confident in our offensive system and with the level of competition at Bantam.
Our offense began to gel against the Giants in a lopsided win. Although we had a disappointing loss the next
week against the RedBlacks, our offense continued to show more ability to move the ball. This offensive
momentum continued for our final three games including our must-win game over the Panthers which we won
handily on the strength of our QB James Keenan’s strongest game to date. The proficiency continued in our
semi-final over the Bengals and despite a disappointing loss in the final, there were 4 TD’s and a pile of
exciting, extended drives.

Like our offense, our defense learned to compete under fire early on. We had players competing in positions
against far larger opponents but always with aggression. First year LB’s Nick Simms and Malik Yusuf were
asked to anchor our defensive box and played with relentless determination. Often flanking them were first
year Bantams Aron Masalingi (an athletic competitor) and Andrew Fullerton (who ended up playing both ways
due to his grit and intelligence). | doubt there was another team in the league that could say they had four 15
year LB’s starting. Our DB’s and DL were basically the same story. It was an inevitably passionate effort by
committee. This was never more evident than in their absolute shut-down of the Panthers in our do-or-die
final season game and in our B-Cup semi-final game against the Bengals. This game saw our defense excel
to a new level stopping the powerful Orleans club at will and stealing the ball too many times to remember
with fumble recoveries, ball strips and interceptions.

Although our season didn’t end like we had hoped, | am a firm believer in putting more weight on the moments
where our players grew; where they had individual successes; where they matured and became better team
players and young adults. On that front, and on behalf of our entire volunteer staff, | couldn’t be prouder of
this year's team. To all of our volunteers and my amazing coaches, you know you have the respect of our
families, players and my sincerest gratitude and thanks. It was a challenging year as was expected and that
is why we should look at it with pride always. | know | will. Warriors for Life!
